3) Good Samaritans (Councilmember Abercrombie)

a. Coucilmember Abercrombie spoke about the “Good Samaritans” organization

i. Allows other non profit organizations to use the “Good Samaritans” 501C3 number to gain donations, grants, etc. while the non profit is in the process of gaining their own 501C3 number.

ii. Limited restrictions on two groups trying to get the same grant or donations secondary to only one 501C3 number

iii. Meetings are on the second Monday of every month at Dan Shack’s office (next to Tracy Thai) 

iv. A member of the non-profit being assisted must attend each meeting

v. The member attending the meeting will relay to the Good Samaritan committee why their group wants to be a non-profit, who the non-profit will help, they will provide the non profits minutes for each of their meetings, and they will give an update on where they are in the process of obtaining their 501C3 number

vi. Mentionable notes – United way pay roll deductions were talked about as well as how and where to obtain insurance, and how to make deadlines for applicants applying for assistance
